Lifetime Achievement Award – FAQs
How does the Award process work?

· Prospective awardees are nominated to the Round Table Executive Committee by Member Organisations, Round Table Executive Committee Members, Round Table Sub-Committees or Round Table Working Parties.

· Nominations are short-listed by the Round Table Executive Committee.
· The award recipients will be confirmed by the Round Table Executive Committee.
· There will be a maximum of 3 awards per year but there is no requirement to make an award at each Annual General Meeting.

When do nominations open and close?
Nominations open on the day following each Annual General Meeting and close on the 31st of December each year.
Who can nominate?
Any Round Table Member Organisation, Round Table Executive Committee Member, Round Table Sub-Committee or Round Table Working Party.
How do I nominate?
To nominate, you simply need to complete a nomination form. This form is available on line at www.printdisability.org 
Do I have to know the person I nominate?
No. You can nominate a friend, family member, community leader, colleague - absolutely anyone, as long as they have made a significant contribution to the Print Disability Sector.
Who is eligible to be nominated?
The award is for individuals who have provided outstanding service to the Print Disability Sector although the individuals are expected to have had some connection with Round Table.

How can I check if my nomination has been received?

Yes, you can nominate them as many times as you like. 

How are the recipients selected?
